GUIDELINES

The intent:

Northern Ireland Screen intends to run a TV skills development programme to the Kidscreen Summit in Miami in February 2019. 

The programme will provide a training opportunity for up to five Junior Development Producers, Associate Producers or equivalent to experience Kidscreen for the first time and attend a number of Kids content industry training seminars.

The aim is to encourage local animation companies to develop their expertise in producing content for the International market.
The programme will pay for the participants’ travel, accommodation and accreditation costs across three days of Kidscreen between 10th-14th February 2019.
Who is it for?

To be eligible to apply applicants need to be able to answer YES to these four questions:

· Are you working with a Northern Ireland registered Kids content creation company as a Development Producer, Associate Producer or equivalent?
· Are you developing a project with international sales potential?
· Would this be your first time at Kidscreen?
· Are you available to participate in the programme from 10th – 14th February)? 
If you cannot answer YES to these four questions please do not apply.  In eligible applications will be automatically discarded.
What are the priorities?

· Applicants working within Animation and children’s TV companies will be sought.

· Applicants who can demonstrate a long term commitment to working in the creation of Kids content
· Applicants who can demonstrate competency in content development with international appeal will be prioritised.

How do I apply?
To apply to participate in the Kidscreen 2019 applicants must submit the following:

· A ONE A4 page letter of application explaining how the named applicant and the company satisfy the minimum entry requirements of the scheme, their aims for the future and how this scheme would help to achieve them. 

· A letter from the company supporting the application and endorsing the strategic need for the applicant’s participation in the scheme.
How will applications be assessed?

Representatives of Northern Ireland Screen will assess your application based on the following criteria:
· The information contained within the applicant’s letter.
· Suitability of the scheme for the applicant, i.e. how the individual’s company and career will benefit from attending this programme.

· The applicant’s demonstration of a long term commitment to kids’ content creation for the international market.
